2/3 cup lemon juice pickles or dill pickles diced

Y tsp turmeric

3 TBS Veg Chicken seasoning (i.e.: McKay’s Veg.

4 TBS nutritional yeast flakes

1 tsp onion powder

2 (or 3) cups vegenaise
